Temporary UK J24 NJCA Prescription
It has been discovered that the deletion of Old Rule 8.3 and stating that ISAF RRS 49.2 covered the old rule at the World Council Meeting has inadvertently jeopardizing the intention of the old rule concerning the crew stationing any part of his/her torso outside the upper lifeline and introducing a perceived serious safety problem.

Until the International Class can resolve this problem and to also ensure that our crews do not waste money and time on trying to fit a lower loose lifeline and hang their torsos outside the upper line the following UK NJCA Prescription will apply.

Temporary UK J24 NJCA Prescription

To be applied to all Class Racing in the UK until such time as ISAF and the IJCA resolve the problem.

“ISAF RRS 49.2 is changed by the deletion of the second sentence”. 

This rule to be applied to Class NOR and/or SIs with immediate effect.
