Notice of Race

1 Invitation

Fowey Gallants Sailing Club (FGSC) and the J/24 UK Class Association (UKCA), invite J24 sailors to the Fowey Trophy. This event is nominated by the UKCA as a World Championship Qualifier for the 2015 World Championships. 

2 Organising Authority and Venue

2.1 The Organising Authority (OA) is the Fowey Gallants SC in conjunction with the J/24 UKCA.

2.2 The regatta will be based at the Fowey Gallants Sailing Club on the River Fowey, sailing will take place outside the harbour approximately 1.5 miles from the moorings. 

3 Rules

3.1 The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing.

3.2 The Fowey Harbour ByeLaws and the Harbour Masters “Notice to Mariners” also apply. The attention of competitors is particularly drawn to the requirement that commercial shipping has right of way within the harbour and approaches. Failure to observe this ByeLaw may result in disqualification without a hearing. Verbal instructions from the Harbour Authority staff and safety boat crew shall be obeyed.

3.3 This regatta is classified a Category “C” event in accordance with Class Rule 2.6.

3.4 Rule 44.1 and 44.2 is amended in that a One turn penalty is substituted for the Two turn penalty.

4 Advertising and Bow Numbers

Competitors may be required to display bow numbers and/or event sponsor’ advertising in accordance with Appendix 1 - ISAF Advertising Code – Regulation 20, and as instructed by the UKCA.

5 Eligibility

The event is open to full members of UKCA. All owners and helms must be registered as a full member of the UKCA and will be required to produce evidence of this and show a valid boat certificate of measurement at registration.

7 Entries and Entry Fee

The completed entry form, with Attachment 1 (and Attachment 2 if required), and fee of £130 per boat shall be received by on or before 18th April. A deduction of £50 may be made for boats only needing berthing. 


Late entries, with additional fee of £15 may be accepted at the discretion of FGSC up to 2000hrs on Fri 25th April.

8 Racing Area, Course Configuration

Racing will take place in the bay outside Fowey Harbour on windward/leeward courses as defined in the sailing instructions. 

9 Scoring

The Low Point System of Appendix A will apply. 8 races are scheduled of which 3 are required to be completed to constitute a series. When fewer than 5 races are completed a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores.

10 Crew

10.1 Any crew member under 18 years of age on 1st April 2014 is required to submit a Parent or Guardian agreement to compete declaration. (Attachment 2.)

10.2 A member of the crew may only be substituted with the prior permission of the Race Officer (RO). The number of crew cannot be changed.

11 Registration and Measurement 

11.1 Registration will take place at the FGSC during the times prescribed in NOR 6.

11.2 The crews may be required to weigh-in at the discretion of the Race Committee (RC).  Check measurements may be carried out in accordance with the J/24 Class Rules at any time. The RC may order spot checks on the water.

11.3 The following shall be presented to complete registration and confirm eligibility.

a) A completed entry form, entry fee and late payment fee if applicable.

b) A signed entry agreement and disclaimer statement. (Attachment 1.)

c) Proof of IJCA membership

d) Proof of valid international measurement certificate.

e) A crew list, complete with individual weights recorded if the weighing of crew members has been carried out.

f) A signed parent /guardian declaration form for under18’s. (Attachment 2.)

12 Sailing Instructions (SI’s)

SI’s will be issued during Registration at the times stated in NOR 6. 

13 Hull Cleaning

Underwater breathing apparatus and plastic pools or their equivalent shall not be used around boats at any time during the regatta. Careening by any means for the purpose of cleaning or inspecting the hull is prohibited. The hull may be cleaned at any time by swimming or keelhauling using ropes or cloth. 

14 Launching, Berthing, Haul Out and parking

14.1 Launching, trailer parking and haul out will be at Penmarlam with berthing in Fowey Harbour, all of which is included in the entry fee and shall take place at the times prescribed in NOR 6. Launching times will be allocated by Harbour Commissioners staff on arrival at the launch site.

14.2 Berthing will be allocated by Harbour authority staff on launching or arrival.

14.3 Storage of trailers will be at the Penmarlam site, and car parking (one vehicle per trailed boat) will be at the Station Yard car park.

14.4 Full details on the use and location of Penmarlam (if required) will be issued to entrants.

14.5 Haul-out at the regatta end shall be to a pre-announced priority order. 

15 Radio Communications

Each boat shall carry radios capable of transmitting and receiving on VHF Channels 16 and 37. Any communications from the Race Committee will be via Channel 37.
16 Prizes

At the end of the regatta prizes will be awarded in the ‘Open’ category and if three or more ‘Westerly’s’ have entered then also in the ‘Westerly’ category.

Risk Statement

Rule 4 of the Racing Rules of Sailing states: “The responsibility for a boat’s decision to participate in a race or to continue racing is hers alone.”

Sailing is by its nature an unpredictable sport and therefore inherently involves an element of risk.                                                                        By taking part in the event, each competitor agrees and acknowledges that:


(a) They are aware of the inherent element of risk involved in the sport and accept responsibility for the exposure of themselves, their crew and their boat to such inherent risk whilst taking part in the event;


(b) They are responsible for the exposure of themselves, their crew, their boat and their other property whether afloat or ashore;


(c) They accept responsibility for any injury, damage or loss to the extent caused by their own actions or omissions;


(d) Their boat is in good order, equipped to sail in the event and they are fit to participate;


(e) The provision of a race management team, patrol boats and other officials and volunteers by the event organiser does not relieve them of their own responsibilities;


(f) The provision of patrol boat cover is limited to such assistance, particularly in extreme weather conditions, as can be practically provided in the circumstances. 

  18       Insurance

Each participating boat shall hold at least a valid Third Party Liability insurance, valid for the duration of the regatta, with a minimum cover of £2,000,000.
